So Methods of Use

Although marijuana use might help reduce the symptoms of certain medical
conditions, it also may cause harmful effects depending on how often it is
used. There is clear evidence that regular use of marijuana increases the risk of
heart, lung, mental health problems, and some types of cancer. Less is known
about health issues that might be caused by casual or infrequent marijuana
use. Marijuana smoke includes many of the same chemicals as tobacco smoke,
including many of the chemicals that have been linked to cancer. As with
alcohol and tobacco, there is no “safé” level of marijuana use during pregnancy
or breastfeeding. Even for healthy adults, there is no risk-free method of
marijuana use. However, some methods of use may decrease the risk of some

of the harmful health effects.

IS SMOKING MARIJUANA SAFE?

Marijuana smoke irritates the lungs. Frequent marijuana smokers can have
many of the same problems as tobacco smokers, such as a daily cough,
mucus, more chest colds and a higher risk of lung infection. Some of the
cancer-causing chemicals in tobacco smoke are also in marijuana smoke.
Marijuana smokers may inhale deeper and hold the smoke in their lungs
longer. So, marijuana smokers lungs may be exposed to more chemicals that
can cause cancer. Lung tissue from regular marijuana users shows signs of
pre-cancerous changes.
